What is New 
Effective October 7, 2021, for dates of services on or after September 22, 2021, the reimbursement rates for COVID-19 
vaccine administration procedure code 0004A were implemented for Texas Medicaid.  
 
Affected claims with code 0004A, if any are identified, will be reprocessed. Providers are not required to appeal the 
claims unless they are denied for additional reasons after the claim reprocessing is completed. 
 
New Benefit 
Effective for dates of service on or after September 22, 2021, in accordance with the U.S. Food and Drug Administration 
(FDA) issuance of an Emergency Use Authorization (EUA) for the use of COVID-19 Vaccine administration code 0004A is 
now a benefit of Medicaid.  Procedure Code 0004A, the single booster dose of the Pfizer-BioNTech COVID-19 vaccine, 
should be administered at least six months after completion of the primary series in: 

• Individuals 65 years of age and older 
• Long-term care facility residents 
• Individuals 18 through 64 years of age with underlying medical conditions 
• Individuals 18 through 64 years of age at increased risk of exposure and transmission due to occupational or 

institutional setting 
Note: Procedure code M0201 (COVID-19 vaccine administration inside a patient’s home) can be billed in the home 
setting with procedure code 0004A.

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What’s Reimbursed 
The federal government is currently purchasing Janssen (Johnson and Johnson). It's providing Janssen to states to 
distribute to health care providers at no cost for COVID-19 treatment. We won't reimburse for Janssen that providers 
received for free. Providers should not charge members for the treatment. We will reimburse for the administration of 
the treatment. Other medically necessary treatment for COVID-19 will be covered consistent with the terms of the 
member's benefit plan. When providers begin to purchase Janssen, we will update our position. Reference CMS
